POLICY FOR CANCELLATION OF  USA GAMES AND REFEREE PAYMENT
For the purpose of determining if a USA Soccer Assigned Official should be compensated, in any way, for a cancelled match, the following conditions must be met to require payment as indicated:

Referees are entitled to 1/2 of Game Fee as Indicated Below:

· Referee must be present at Field Site, and/or,

· Referee must be en route to Field Site less than 45 minutes from arrival and,

· Match was canceled by Referee, Club Official, City/ County Official  for the following reasons, only:

· Severe and Continuous Lightning Threat lasting more than 30 - 60 minutes

· Fields Underwater and Unplayable

· Hazardous or Unsafe Conditions Existing on the Field and Unplayable

· No other Fields Available

· Park Closed for Inclement Weather by City/County

· Referee will be entitled to receive 1/2 of the Game Fee;

· Home Club will remit payment to the Referee on Site, if applicable, and/or;

· If Referee was not on site, and the above conditions were met, Referee notifies Referee Assignor;

· Referee Assignor notifies the appropriate Vice President as to circumstances of cancelled game and provide the officials name and mailing address;

· Vice President will ask the USA Soccer Treasurer to issue/mail a check in the  amount of 1/2 of the Match Fee to the Referee;

· USA Soccer Treasurer will bill back the Home Club for Reimbursement of the cancelled game fee paid to the Referee;

Otherwise, 

Referees are entitled to full payment of Games Fees, As Indicated Below,

· Referee Cannot Start Match because Either Team Player Passes/Roster Cannot Be Verified;

· Referee Cannot Start Match because either Team Does Not Have the Minimum Allowable Number of Players (7) to Start Match; or, Coach Not Present;

· Referee present at Field Site and Teams  Are Not Present for Match - No Shows;  

· Referee Starts Match, however, during the progress of the Match, Referee Suspends Match Due to Inclement Weather, and, after waiting a reasonable time (30-60) minutes, abandons the Match;

· Referee are paid on site by Home Team, and/or

· Referee notifies Referee Assignor;

· Referee Assignor Notifies the appropriate Vice President of the circumstances of cancelled game and provides the Referees name and mailing address ;

· Vice President will ask the USA Soccer Treasurer to issue/mail a check in the  amount of the Full Payment for the Match Fee to the Referee;

· USA Soccer Treasurer will bill back the Home Club for Reimbursement of the cancelled/abandoned game fee paid to the Referee;

Under no circumstances will a Referee be paid for a Match when the games were officially cancelled through the USA Scheduler and the Referee Assignor was notified and/or the Referee was notified at least One Hour before the start of the Match.
