The year after, the event became a Pinellas all-star boys’ team versus a Hillsborough all-star boys’ team.

A few years later, girls’ teams from Pinellas and Hillsborough were also added.

Frank and Carol teamed their efforts with the Clearwater Chargers College showcase on the same weekend. 

In 2003, Frank and Carol retired and left the area. They turned the future of the event over to my wife and me.

My wife and I have had a goal to turn it into more of a community project where we had as much input into the player selection process as well as the future vision of the event.  

This year we have formed it into community project (Tampa Bay area) with a committee of over 20 people representing the soccer community.  We have a cross section of players, coaches and parents who have all been involved with the Senior Soccer Challenge through the years and have a heart for the importance of what this game has meant to them.
