· Recent photo (minimum 2 inches by 3 inches)

· Copy of USYSA players pass

· Proof of specific plans for post high school education

· Copy of latest report card

· Document showing your GPA ( report card or transcript)

· Copy of latest ACT or SAT test report

· Letter of recommendation from club or high school soccer coach

· Minimum of one (1) letters of recommendation from people who knew you outside of soccer (teacher, pastor, scout leader, counselor, etc.)

· Soccer involvement other than your own team (referee, coach, etc)

· List of clubs, organizations, or other sports you belong to or participate in and honors received or offices held.

· Essay of approximately 100 words stating why you believe you are the most qualified applicant for this recognition.
