Approval of Minutes:

Review of Manasota Hearing:

The results of the Manasota Hearing were discussed. The findings have been

forwarded to FYSA for further action. In summary, the allegations regarding the coach's

instigation of the fight was not substantiated. However, it was determined that the head

coach knowingly played a player under another person's player pass, and that the

Assistant Coach was complicit to some degree. The Head Coach was given a 47 year

suspension and the Assistant Coach was given a two year and 30 day suspension.

USA Ref Assignor Certification:

Roger Rhines addressed the Board regarding his current Referee Assignor Certification.

He notified the Board that his assignment had lapsed as of December 31, 2009, and that

he was in the process of completing his recertification and hoped to have it completed by

the first week of February. Until then, Mr. Rhines indicated that he had been able to

obtain an interim assignor for the C-3 Region in order to comply with FYSA and Florida

Referee Assignor Association Rules. He indicated that Carlos Gould would act as an

Assignor in his place until he was able to obtain his recertification. Todd Davis, an

Assignor in C-4 will be acting as Interim Assignor for the C-5 Region. The Board

requested that Mr. Rhines advise the Board as soon as he completes his reassignment.
