Called to Order: 7:03 p.m.

Welcome by President (Frank Villaizan):

Frank briefly welcomed those in attendance.

Approval of Minutes:

Upon motion and second the July 8, 2009, Monthly Board Meeting Minutes were

unanimously approved without correction.

The August Mintues have not been prepared as of this date and will be addressed

during the October meeting.

Report of Officers:

Treasurer's Report (Jenna Tortorelli):

Absent. A Report was submitted showing an ending cash balance as of the end of

August 2009 in the amount of $279,655.00. Upon motion and second, the Treasurer's

Report was unanimously accepted.

Secretary's Report (Doug Polk):

Nothing to report.

Vice President Status Reports:

VoPoSenior Boys (David Oras):

David reported that during the Boy's Senior Season there had been 30 red cards issued

and that in one game there were a total of 8 red cards issued. According to David the

Senior Season has been somewhat marred by the number of fights that occurred as well

as a number of occasions where both players and coaches used profanity directed at

refs. This year he has also seen a number of occasions where racial insults have

occurred and suggested that we look at stronger sanctions for misconduct.

David also discussed the need to finalize sites for the end of the year tournament.

VoPoJunior Boys (Steve Rossiter):

Steve reported that almost all of the Divisions have been set and he anticipates the final

Divisional groupings will be completed by next week.

VoPoGirls (Mike Gann):

Mike reported that so far there have been four red cards issued to girls and that included

three that occurred in one game. He also indicated that we are reiterating once again

that referees are not supposed to retain passes when a red card is issued and although

that has been the procedure for the past two years, apparently some referees are still

retaining passes.

The U-11 girls, Division 1, will be a large Division with 12 teams and four brackets. Mike

suggested that this matter could have been resolved if enough team coach's had

attended the coaches meeting.

Referee Liaison Report (AI Castillejo):

AI discussed some questions that he had by his referees as to what it means when a

player is ejected and sent off the field. There was discussion that the player or coach

must leave the immediate area of the field but not necessarily the entire park. They

should be beyond sight and sound of the game. There was discussion in certain

situations, particularly in the Junior Season, if a younger player receives a red card that

common sense would be utilized and that a younger player would not be forced to leave

an area where the player is being supervised by a coach unless he is accompanied by

his or her parents.

DoOoCoLiaison Report (Karl Kukec):

Karl noted that our Rules continue to list that referees should retain the player pass once

a red card is issued, although this procedure was changed by the Board two years ago.

Advocate Report (Rich Bowers):

It was suggested that we take up the red card player pass issues during New Business.

Rich reported on the end of year tournament and noted that the U-15 boys will have two

Divisions while the U-16 boys will have three Divisions made up of a total of 13 teams.

There are three teams in Division 1, five teams in Division 2 and five teams in Division 3.

Rich reported that the U-16 boys will play in Venice.

Rich advised that in the U-16 girls Division, 10 of the 14 USA registered teams are

playing in two Divisions and the U-16 girls will play in Plant City.

The U-17 girl's tournament is comprised of 13 of the 17 USA registered teams playing

two Divisions in Wesley Chapel.

AGe Reports:

President Report (Frank Villazian):

Nothing to report.

OLD BUSINESS

The End of Season Tournament was discussed for Seniors.

Payment of referees for canceled games was discussed. Apparently there is no

standard for what happens when a game is canceled due to either weather or

unplayable conditions of the field. AI will write a policy which will in effect allow for

payment of half of the referee's fees when a game is canceled after the referees have

arrived at the field for situations not under either team's control. In the event a team fails

to appear, the refere;es will be paid 100% by the defaulting team.

NEW BUSINESS

There was discussion regarding the U-12 girl's Division which is essentially made up by

primarily new teams. It was noted that there were 27 teams total registered for this age

division, and contrary to the usual problem of too many teams requesting Division 1, in

this particular age group they only had four teams that wanted to play in Division 1, 8 to

10 teams in Division 2, and 13 teams in Division 3. It was discussed that there were two

additional teams that would be willing to play in Division 1, but were requesting the ability

to then play Region C Cup as Division 2 teams. Linda will take that question to FYSA

and report at the next meeting whether that is possible.

The Board again reiterated that we need to have 8 teams in Division 1 and the AGC was

requested to seek two volunteers from the Division 2 teams to play in Division 1 and in

the event no one volunteers, the AGC in conjunction with the VP Girls will select two

Divisions 2 teams to participate in Division 1.

It was also determined that we would seek special dispensation from FYSA to allow any

teams forced to play in Division 1 to be able to register and play the Region C Cup as

Division 2 teams.

The AGC of Academy reported regarding the pre-season academy event which will be

hosted by RSL. The Pre-Season Academy Tournament will take place on October 10

and 11, 2009.

Upon motion the Board voted unanimously that there would not be a fine assessed

against Citrus.

There was also discussion regarding issues that exist between the FC Tampa Club and

the Winter Haven Club in the U-16 Boy's Division. The Board voted to require the teams

to schedule their next game at a neutral site.

There was a long discussion regarding the number of racial comments that seem to be

occurring this year during the Senior Season. The Board indicated that as USA receives

these reports, they forward the information to the respective clubs. If the Board is able

to determine who the perpetrators of such clubs are then they will be dealt with harshly.
